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I would like to stand for consideration for election to the ELUNA Steering Committee.  My portfolio includes technology, cataloguing, special collections and research data management, leading a broad array of strategic activities within these. Waterloo is a member library of the Tri-University Group (TUG), a consortia of three local universities serving a population of over 77,000 students, combined holdings of over 5 million volumes, total budgets around $45 million.  TUG is a member of ELUNA and IGeLU, and TUG operates shared Voyager, Primo, and SFX MARCIt! services, and in cooperation with the Ontario Council of University Libraries (OCUL), also uses SFX and Verde, hosted at OCUL ScholarsPortal, in Toronto.  I am also a member of the NISO Discovery to Delivery topic committee, 2012-2015, which is engaged in standards and practice around this broad area in libraries.
I have been active in the Ex Libris user community in ELUNA and IGeLU since 2002 in a variety of roles, from institutional representative, listserv administration, Product Working Groups, conference planning (RUG and national meetings), Alma Community Metadata Advisory Committee and previous ELUNA Steering Committee service (2007-2011, including Chair, 2009-2010).  I have worked in three different public and private academic research libraries in the U.S. and Canada that have used Ex Libris products, and have been involved in leading or managing library services with all of Ex Libris’ products excepting Alma and Rosetta.  
I want to come back to the ELUNA Steering Committee because I think I can help lend my experience in a variety of areas to advance ELUNA’s mission of representing our user community to our vendor.  I know most of the senior leadership at Ex Libris and have good, established working relationships with them. I have worked in small and medium-sized consortia and individual library contexts, I have experience with both Aleph and Voyager ILS platforms, the transition from MetaLib’s federated search through mega-aggregation of Primo Central, and I would like to also represent the needs of academic research libraries in the Canadian context, which I have recently joined after 17 years of contributing to US academic research libraries.  The next few years of the ELUNA community promises to be a period of change, particularly as the product base and user community transitions over the next while to more cloud based and hosted services from Ex Libris.  In such models the traditional roles that we as systems librarians, technical and public services folk and technologists will change and ELUNA needs to engage with the user community in broad conversation and collaboration to evolve the organization, our programming and services, and bring our membership along as our community of practice around library and information technology engages with linked data and metadata futures, continuing interoperability and integration of library technology services, evolving services and models of organization, and hard and soft skill sets needed for what we do at the operational and strategic levels at our libraries.  I am committed to serving and representing your needs and those of your institution, with Ex Libris.
