Constitution 

Article V: Steering Committee

2.  Officers of the Steering Committee shall include a Chair, a Vice Chair/Chair Elect, a Past Chair, a Secretary, and a Treasurer. Other offices may be set forth in the Bylaws.

4.7   Working with Product Working Groups, Special Interest Groups, and Regional User Groups.
Bylaws

Change all occurrences of Product Group(s) to Product Working Group(s) in Article III, 1.2, Article VIII, 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7; Article IX, 5; Article XIII, 2.3.

Article VII: Composition of the Steering Committee, Terms and Duties of Office

The past chair of the Steering Committee, who shall serve in an ex-officio (non-voting) capacity unless s/he is also an ongoing member of the Steering Committee.

The elected Steering Committee members shall serve for three (3)-year, staggered terms, with three members elected each year, with the following exception: if a Steering Committee member is elected as Vice-Chair/Chair-Elect, her/his term will be automatically extended to include the years required to serve the term.

10. The Treasurer shall directly or with the aid of a contracted service:
Article VIII: Product Working Groups

8.  If the Product Working Group membership cannot form a leadership group then the responsibilities for that Product will pass to the Steering Committee until such time that group can be formed. The Steering Committee liaison will be the lead for all Product Working Group activities during this period.

Article X: Regional User Groups.
Regional User Groups are a formal part of ELUNA but may organize themselves independently. However:
