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For the past year and a half I have filled the position of Manager of Ex Libris Products. I support BYU, BYU-Idaho, BYU-Hawaii, LDS Business College, and the BYU Law School. All these schools use Metalib, SFX, bX, and Verde. All but BYU-Idaho use Primo and Primo Central. Also, these services will soon become available to 100,000 patrons in the BYU Continuing Education Programs. All told this is about 200,000 patrons. I also chair the Ex Libris Management Committee for the Consortium of Church Libraries and Achives (CCLA). CCLA includes the LDS Church History Library, the LDS Family History Library, and the above-mentioned academic libraries.

I have attended both ELUNA and the Developer Meets Developer meetings in Israel for the past two years. These meetings were valuable in helping us do significant customizations to SFX, Metalib, and Primo. Starting in 2010 I have worked closely with Ex Libris product managers and developers to develop a custom search interface that relies heavily on Primo, SFX and bX APIs. It also incorporates searching through Metalib and Primo Central. BYU was also a Primo Central Beta partner. In this role I was asked to participate in an Ex Libris webinar and speak at ALA on our experiences implementing and using Primo Central. Also, BYU uses Symphony from SirsiDynix for our ILS which allows me to offer a unique perspective that might not otherwise be represented on the steering committee.

I am committed to the idea of making the Ex Libris products easier to administrate, set up and customize. I am committed to making services that are intuitive and useful. These commitments benefit our library patrons and the ELUNA community. Serving on the steering committee provides a great opportunity to improve Ex Libris products in these ways.
