California State University is an academic institution that includes 23 campuses and 450,000 students. CSU has been using SFX since 2002 and Metalib since 2003. We also have 21 libraries using the SFX recommendation service bX.  The CSU also uses Xserver (Xerxes) with our Metalib product. We also have one library using Verde and another library using Primo.

I hope you will consider electing me to the ELUNA Steering Committee.  I’ve been the SFX administrator for the California State University system since 2002 and have been maintaining the CSU consortia Metalib KB since 2003. I was one of the beta testers for SFX v3 and for bX. The CSU was also a collaborator with the Los Alamos MESUR project that eventually became bX. I also worked on the SFX v4 collaboration committee with Ex Libris in Jerusalem. I’ve attended several SMUG/ELUNA conferences. I’ve worked with other libraries that use Ex Libris projects sharing workarounds and fixes for different issues. The CSU hosted one of the ELUNA conferences and I had the opportunity to meet and work with other Ex Libris product users. The CSU also held a local user group meeting which included training sessions on SFX and Metalib and was organized by me and my colleagues.
I’m also the liaison between the CSU Contracts Department, the libraries and the content providers to make sure that we have access to our subscribed journals and that SFX reflects our coverage. I also maintain the CSU SFX wiki to help libraries find useful information in one convenient spot.  I’ve also held in-person and webinar training for the CSU libraries and created training materials for continued use at the libraries for SFX. I’ve worked closely with the Ex Libris staff and with content providers on a number of issues. I would enjoy an opportunity to work even closer with Ex Libris to help improve their products.
